ORDINANCE NO. 2022 - 386

AN ORDINANCE FIXING THE NEW FARE RATE OF
MOTORCYCLE-FOR-HIRE OPERATING IN THE MUNICIPALITY
OF OTON, ILOILO AMENDING ORDINANCE 2018 - 333.

AS RECOMMENDED BY the Oton Municipal Franchising Board, ON MOTION of Anna Rena P.
Trespeses which was duly seconded by Hon. Grace Marie Escanlar-Cruz,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Sangguniang Bayan of Oton, lioilo, that:

SECTION 1. RATIONALE: The Oton Federation of Tricycle Owners and Drivers Association (OFTODA)
petitioned for a fare increase as cost of fuel increased to more than P60.00 and still increasing. The
Oton Municipal Franchising and Regulatory Board (OMFRB) conducted a meeting with the drivers
association and presented it to the Liga ng mga Barangay. Barangays in the Municipality of Oton,
lloilo conducted their respective public consultations and Sangguniang Barangays manifested through
Resolution interposing no objection to the fare increase.

The OMFRB passed Resolution entitled: “RESOLUTION RECOMMENDING TO THE
SANGGUNIANG BAYAN OF OTON, THE OTON MUNICIPAL FRANCHISING AND REGULATORY
BOARD RESOLUTION NO. 2022-01, RESOLUTION OF FARE INCREASE FOR MOTORCYCLE-
FOR-HIRE (MCH) IN THE AMOUNT OF P2.00 FOR THE FIRST THREE KILOMETERS, AND
ANOTHER P2.00 IN THE SUCCEEDING KILOMETERS.”

With the escalation of fuel prices, oils, lubricants, spare parts and other related expenses on
tricycle operation and the Covid 19 Pandemic which affects the transport sector, there is a need to re-
adjust the existing fare rates of the MCH in minimal amount which will not gravely affect the
commuters and with the condition that the tricycle associations should provide better services,
comfort and convenience to the riding public.

" This Ordinance amends Ordinance no. 2018-333 entitled: “AN ORDINANCE AMENDING
ORDINANCE NO. 1992-12, PARTICULARLY ARTICLE VI, SECTIONS 1 & 2 AND FIXING THE
NEW FARE RATE OF MOTORCYCLE-FOR - HIRE OPERATING IN THE MUNICIPALITY OF

/4 OTON, ILOILO” where the existing regular fare for the first three kilometers is P10.00.
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
