ORDINANCE NO. 2022 - 399

AN ORDINANCE INSTITUTIONALIZING THE BARANGAY
TANOD FEDERATION AND PROVIDING FUNDS THEREOF
FOR ITS OPERATION, AND FOR RELATED PURPOSES.

AS PROPOSED BY Hon. Antonio P. Masculino, Jr. ON MOTION of the Committee on Barangay
Affairs composed by Hon. Antonio P. Masculino, Jr., Hon. Ella Mae S. Yeoh and Hon. Grace Marie Escanlar—
‘Cruz and Public Order and Safety and Disaster Risk Reduction composed by Hon. Rodolfo Z. Alconga, Jr.,

Hon. Antonio P. Masculino, Jr. and Hon. Ella Mae S. Yeoh which was duly seconded by Hon. Lee Alison
Bretafia,

BE IT ORDAINED by the Sangguniang Bayan of Oton, lloilo, that:

SECTION1. RATIONALE

The maintenance of peace and order is recognized as a key factor in the continued
development process of every locality and the present challenges on peace and order situation in the
locality is pressing. The ideal ratio of policemen to population is 1:500, interpreted as one (1) police is to
five hundred (500) people. However, in reality, the ratio is 1:2,345, interpreted as one (1) police is to Two
Thousand Three Hundred Forty Five (2,345) people;

The Barangay Tanod has become a pillar in the barangay government affairs, and has
provided direct round-the-clock services in the barangays in the maintenance and preservation of peace
and order. The Barangay is the smallest political unit in the country, but is without doubt the most
significant in reaching out to the public and in responding to immediate community needs;

Consistent with the thrust of the present administration towards building a strong municipality,
there is a need to strengthen the capability of the Barangay Tanods as frontliners in addressing the peace
and order concerns in the locality.

Tanods serve as the frontliners in the fight against lawlessness, crime and terrorism. Their
Professionalization, therefore, as agents for peace and development is a primordial concern.
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
