ORDINANCE NO. 2024 - 458

AN ORDINANCE REGULATING THE PASSAGE OF TEN (10)
WHEELER AND UP VEHICLES IN ALL MUNICIPAL STREETS IN THE
MUNICIPALITY OF OTON, ILOILO.

ON MOTION OF THE Committee on Zoning, Building Infrastructure and Urbanization chaired by Hon.
Emesto C. Ticao and members Hon. Rodolfo Z. Alconga, Jr. and Hon. Lee C. Alison-Bretaia, and duly
seconded by Hon. Jimmy R. Olivares

BE IT ORDAINED By the Sangguniang Bayan Ng Oton lloilo, that
SECTION 1: RATIONALE AND LEGAL BASES.

The Sangguniang Bayan ng Oton received a Joint Resolution No. 2024 — 001 of
Barangays Poblacion South and West “Requesting from the Sangguniang Bayan of Oton, lioilo
to pass an Ordinance Prohibiting 10-Wheeler Trucks, Trailer Trucks and Cargo Trucks Passing
along Benedicto (Cor. Gaisano Capital Oton) to Burgos Streets and Vice Versa.” The reasons
behind their request include:

a) The thickness of the aforementioned Municipal Streets measuring 8 inches or 20
centimeters is not ideal to be used as passage way for heavy loaded trucks, the frequent entry
of these heavy loaded trucks in municipal streets, could result to its deterioration and scaling.

b) The increase in activity of these heavy loaded trucks along municipal road/streets will
likewise increase the risks of fatal accidents, not to mention the damage caused to public roads
/ bridges and structures.

c) The bulk size and their sheer number do not only worsen traffic, but pose threat to
health, property and safety of the residents due to spillage and abandonment of hazardous loads
or cargo in municipal streets by these heavily loaded trucks.

The Municipal Streets in Oton are 0.2meter (8-inches), 0.15 meters (6 inches) thick,
respectively and 5 meters wide carriage way (cemented area) and may not be strong enough
to accommodate ten (10) wheeler and up vehicles loaded or unloaded and at the same tlme 2
vehicles (traversing)meeting/ approaching in opposite direction.

Section 447 (a) (5) v. provides that the Sangguniang Bayan shall enact ordinance for the
general welfare of the municipality and its inhabitants pursuant to Section 16 of this Code and
shall (v) “Regulate the use of streets, avenues, alleys, sidewalks, bridges, parks and other public
places x x X" and (vi) “Regulate traffic on all streets x x x when necessary in the interest of
public welfare x x x.”

In order to avoid any untoward incidents and for the protection and safety of the public, it is
but fitting to pass this Regulatory Ordinance.

SECTION 2. REGULATORY PROVISIONS:
A. Vehicles classified as ten (10) wheeler and up, private or public (government
vehicles but no projects in LGU-Oton), loaded or unloaded shall not pass any
Municipal Streets in Oton. Such vehicles shall utilize the national highway.
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
