ORDINANCE NO. 2024 - 464

INSTITUTIONALIZING THE CONDUCT OF SUMMER YOUTH CAMP IN THE
MUNICIPALITY OF OTON AND PROVIDING FUNDS THEREFOR.

AS PROPOSED by Hon. Ma. Lorna T. Geonigo, on Motion of Hon. Hyacinth C. Gardose, Chair,
Committee on Youth and Sports Development together with Hon. Dennis Q. Geroche and Hon. Rodolfo Z.
Alconga, Jr.as members, duly seconded by Hon. Jimmy R. Olivares

BE IT ORDAINED by the Sangguniang Bayan ng Oton, lloilo that:
SECTION 1. SHORT TITLE. This ordinance shall be known as the “SUMMER YOUTH CAMP “.

SECTION 2. DECLARATION OF POLICY - The Local Government Unit of Oton adheres to the following
constitutional provision and national laws;

Article I, Section 13 of the Philippine Constitution provides that the state recognizes the vital role of
the youth in the nation building and shall promote and protect their physical, moral, spiritual, intellectual and
social well-being. It shall inculcate in the youth patriotism and nationalism, and encourage their involvement
in public and civic affairs.

Chapter VI, Section 426 (a) (b) (d) (f) (g) (h) of the Local Government Code of 1991. Powers and functions
of the Sangguniang Kabataan. The Sangguniang Kabataan shall, to wit:

a. Promulgate resolutions necessary to carry out the objectives of the youth in the barangay in
accordance with the applicable provisions of this code;

b. Initiate program designed to enhance the social, political, economic cultural, intellectual, moral,
spiritual, and physical development of the members;

d. Create such bodies or committees as it may deem necessary to effectively carry out its programs
and activities

f.  Consult and coordinate with all youth organizations in the barangay for policy formulations and
programs implementation;

g. Coordinate with the appropriate national agency for the implementation of youth development
projects and programs in the municipal level; and

h. Exercise such other powers and perform such other duties and functions as the Sangguniang
Barangay may determine or delegate or as maybe prescribed by law or ordinance.

Republic Act No. 11910 known as the “Summer Youth Camp Act’ states that it is incumbent upon the State
to inculcate in the youth the values of patriotism and service to others through programs that are designed to develop
in them leadership skills, a sense of responsibility and stewardship of the environment, a dutiful awareness of their
role in the building of safe communities, a love for sports and an appreciation of the importance of pursuing a healthy
lifestyle.

SECTION 3. DEFINITION OF TERMS AS USED IN THIS ORDINANCE

a.  Summer Youth Camps — are structured program designed to provide children and teenagers with
engaging and education experiences during their summer break. These camps offer a variety of
activities ranging from traditional outdoor pursuits like hiking, swimming and team building to
specialized programs in areas like arts and culture, spiritual and moral, technology, sports,
livelihood and entrepreneur and environment awareness.
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
